Barview Jetty County Campground 
 

1.5 miles north of Garibaldi on Hwy 101. Our 
most popular campground offers 160 acres 

and is located where Tillamook Bay meets the 
Pacific Ocean.  Miles of sandy beach, jetty and 

sand fishing, scuba diving, surfing & 
beachcombing.  Playground, restrooms, 

showers & fish cleaning station.  6 Cabins, 73 
full hook-up RV sites, 270 tent sites. 

Kilchis River County Campground 
 

From Hwy 101 in Tillamook, take Alderbrook 
Rd. to Kilchis River Rd.  This 1110 acre 

campground is tucked into the beautiful 
Kilchis River Valley.  Excellent river access, 
drift boat launch.  Hike, swim, fish & spend 
time in nature.  Playground, restrooms & 

showers.  41 tent sites, some suitable for dry 
camping in a trailer or RV. 

 

 

 Trask River County Campground 
 

12 miles east of Tillamook on Trask River Rd. 
This peaceful campground sits at the 

confluence of the South Fork and Trask Rivers 
in a beautiful old-growth evergreen forest. 

River views, fishing, swimming, hiking & nature 
immersion.  Rustic camping, vault toilets, 
limited cell service.  112 tent sites, some 
suitable for dry camping in trailer or RV. 

Whalen Island County Campground 
 

4.5 miles north of Cape Kiwanda on the Three 
Capes Scenic Loop in the Pacific City area. 
Surrounded by the Sandlake Estuary and 

bordered by Clay Meyers State Park.  
Birdwatching, hiking, clamming, fishing & 
kayaking.  Restroom.  34 tent sites, some 
suitable for dry camping in trailer or RV. 

 

 

 

Webb County Campground 
 

Located in Pacific City directly across the road 
from  the Cape Kiwanda Recreation Area. This  
campground facility offers easy access to the 
beach for surf fishing, dory boat launching, 
surfing, and beachcombing.  Restrooms, 

showers &  fish cleaning station.  8 RV sites and 
30 tent sites; most tent sites allow dry camping 

in trailer or RV.  
 

Woods County Campground 
 

Located on the south bank of the Nestucca 
River just outside of Pacific City in the small 
town of Woods. Excellent bank fishing, river 
access & only a short drive to Pacific City and 

beautiful beaches.  Restroom.  Limited parking.  
5 RV sites and 7 tent sites.
